Presidency of the Convention on Cluster Munitions expresses concern over the decision
of the government of the United States to supply cluster munitions to Ukraine.

In line with the positions expressed by the UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres and a
number of States Parties to the Convention on Cluster Munitions and the Cluster Munition
Coalition, in response to the decision of the government of the United States to supply
cluster munitions to Ukraine, and as President of the Convention on Cluster Munitions that
have been signed or ratified by 123 States, we express our concern over this decision. We
also call upon all States to adhere to the provisions of the Convention by refraining from the
use, development, production, acquisition, stockpiling, retention or transfer of cluster
munitions, which indiscriminately endanger the lives of civilians during and long after
conflicts.

We reaffirm our commitment to promote and ensure world peace and security by urging all
States that are not party to the Convention on Cluster Munitions to join it. It is our firm belief
that only a comprehensive global ban on cluster munitions will ensure a safer world for all.
