| represent the Landmines Resource Center at the University of Balamand, Lebanon, member of the
Cluster Munition Coalition.

We express our full support for Lebanon in its ongoing efforts to clear the remnants of wars, including
cluster munitions, which leave severe impacts on civilians and the environment. Lebanon, through the
Lebanese Mine Action Center in the Lebanese Army, has made great efforts under very difficult
conditions to eliminate cluster munitions and comply with the obligations of the Convention on Cluster
Munitions.

However, repeated wars and the new contamination caused by the recent conflict, coupled with the
decline in financial support, have complicated the humanitarian, environmental, health, and overall
developmental situation. This necessitates sustained international cooperation to mitigate its effects
and protect local communities.

We support Lebanon’s position in requesting an extension and full compliance with the Convention on
Cluster Munitions, given its paramount importance in protecting lives and ensuring security and stability
in the region. We believe that international cooperation and solidarity with Lebanon are the path toward
achieving a safer, cluster munition-free world.

We also emphasize the importance of financial and logistical support from donor entities, as it plays a
crucial role in enabling Lebanon to face the challenges of removing these remnants and ensuring the
safety of its citizens.

We call upon the international community to support Lebanon so it can fulfill the obligations of the
international convention, especially in terms of land release and victim assistance.
